At the start of 2010 | thought that | needed a little excitement in my life so | decided to enrol in
the 36 week Diploma in Professional Scuba Instruction course at Dive Otago in Dunedin. This
turned out to be one of the best decisions | have ever made.

| entered the course having zero experience at all; | was even almost afraid of the sea and
had only ever been snorkelling a few times in my life. Within a few weeks from the start of the
course | had already racked up over ten open water dives and had achieved my first certification as a PADI Open Water Diver and
loved it! During the course we were taken on a weeklong diving trip to Milford Sound. We did 3 dives a day everyday among some
of the most amazing underwater scenery on earth. There were dolphins that came and checked us out for almost half an hour at
one stage, there was a crazy amount of crayfish in the cracks and under rocks (some of which were lucky enough to become
dinner) and during our surface intervals we went free diving and spear fishing to find some tasty fillets for tea.

We were taught all about the diving hardware and how to maintain and service most of it; First Aid right through to the level of a
First Aid Instructor; Rescue diving and under water navigation; these among others were only some of the skills that greatly
enhanced my confidence and abilities to dive as well as standing out from the others when | eventually applied for a diving job in
the Whitsunday islands of Australia.

Within 4 weeks of graduating as a PADI Open Water Scuba Specialty Instructor | had acquired a job taking people out on 3 or 4
day sailing cruises taking clients diving all through the world renowned Whitsunday Islands and Great Barrier reef — DREAM JOB —
Doing nothing but diving in 30 degree water with turtles and huge tropical fish while hanging out with a whole bunch of different
exciting new people.

Lauren Bawden - Diploma in Professional Scuba Instruction

| am currently working for Pro Dive Cairns as a 5-day instructor. | spend two days based in
Cairns where | teach the Theory, Open Water sessions and the Confined water pool
sessions. After the two days in pool and classroom | spend three days/two nights on a live
aboard on the outer Great Barrier Reef. In those three days we teach the open water
sessions and also offer the adventure course with deep and night adventure dives along with
another adventure dive of there choice. Along with instructor duties on the boat also help out
with deckhand duties such as mooring the boat, driving the rescue tender etc. so | have
learnt a lot of new skills as well.

The diving is fantastic each dive seem to find something new. Often see on a regularly bases turtles, grey reef sharks, white tip reef
sharks, barracuda, moray eels, stingrays and nemo of course. Some of the other instructors have been lucky enough to see manta
rays. It is just start of whale season with our skipper spotting a humpback on Sunday. They also tell me minke whales come in very
close to the reef as well. Water temp is a tropical 25-degree, when | started in Feb it was 27 degree (I think | am getting a bit soft
25deg is starting to feel a little cold, who would of thought!). Visibility on average is 10-20 meters.

Pro Dive is a great company to work for they teach course all year round, so the work is consistent. They have a very strong
reputation and maintain a high standard of safety. When | started in February | was very new to the industry so they paired me with
some of the experience 5 day instructors and | got to shadow them for a while helping out with Open Water courses and advanced
courses, which was a great way to get into it. Overall | am having a blast teaching people to dive, enjoying putting the skills | learnt
at Dive Otago to use.
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
